Transportation for Summer Success will be provided
for those students who qualify and register for
transportation services by May 5th. 

Bus transportation will run prior to the 7:15 a.m. start
and after the 1:55 p.m. dismissal. Buses will not
transport students to/from home between sessions. 
If you qualify for transportation, you will receive your
child’s bus pass prior to the start of summer school.
